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INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE

The Fund is a feeder fund investing only in the Stonchage Fleming Global
Best Ideas Equity Fund(“Master Fund”), managed by Stonehage Fleming
Investment Management Limited in the United Kingdom. The Master
Fund secks to achieve long-term growth in capital and income in a focused
portfolio of high quality listed businesses from around the world.

INVESTMENT PHILOSOPHY

We invest in best of breed businesses for their quality, strategic competitive
edge and value.

FUND COMMENTARY

April was another volatile month in the stock market. The MSCI AC
World index lost -8.1% (USD terms, -4.0% GBP terms). This weak

performance can mainly be attributed to the following:

e A further increase in headline inflation levels.

* Increasing fears of an aggressive Federal Reserve (Fed)
tightening pathway.

* Further escalation of the Ukraine war.
* Growing fears of a potential imminent US recession.

Analysis of the month-on-month changes in inflation levels offers valuable
insights. Whilst US headline inflation levels keep rising, its core inflation
levels have been rolling over in recent months. The difference between
these two series is the sharply rising energy and food prices, both mainly
attributed to the war. Against this, the Pandemic-inflicted supply chain
effects on inflation are in a clear process of improving for the better —
barring the new China lockdown constraints.

The Fed has a difficult task in managing interest rates higher, whilst at
the same time trying to prevent severe economic damage. Seeing that the
causes of inflation have less to do with overly strong demand, we believe
they can be cautious in this context. The -1.4% GDP growth over the
second quarter argues in favour of this view (although it is based on a high
+6.9% the previous quarter).

Official US leading economic indicators remain constructive. Whilst the
bond market is also volatile, interest rate differentials (the yield curves)
are in constructive territory (though only marginally so). Market implied
inflation expectations remain well below current levels. World trade
remains on track.

It is obvious how interdependent the above four factors (the bullet points) are.
A further escalation of the war can continue to affect inflation and investor
sentiment, whilst the Fed is challenged to ensure a soft rather than a hard
US economic landing. Amongst these, the strong Dollar reflects investor
confidence that the US remains the investment area of choice.
