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INVESTMENT STRATEGY

INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE

The Fund is a feeder fund investing only in the
Stonehage Fleming Global Best Ideas Equity Fund
(“Master Fund”), managed by Stonehage Fleming

Investment Management Limited in the United
Kingdom. The Master Fund seeks to achieve long-term
growth in capital and income in a focused portfolio of
high quality listed businesses from around the world.

INVESTMENT PHILOSOPHY

We invest in best of breed businesses for their quality,
strategic competitive edge and value.

FUND COMMENTARY

We are in the midst of the traditionally weak summer
season. Equity volatility picked up in August and with
September on average the worst performing month
of the year (-1.0% considering S&P 500 data since
1928), those with a tactical orientation may prefer the
side-lines to staying invested. Those with a strategic
orientation, however, may wonder about the potential
for better buying opportunities approaching.

The picture from a technical point of view is still
constructive for the S&P 500 index — it remains above
its 200-day moving average and this average is in a
slowly rising trend. Individual investors seem to have
largely taken a bearish stance, serving as a contrary
indicator. We do not yet detect any major technical
breaks.

Investors have many strategic considerations to
ponder. The strong Dollar dampens US manufacturing
and export activity. World trade has stagnated in
volume terms with continuing trade tariff rhetoric
and uncertainty damaging investor sentiment.
Global economic growth is softening with fears of an
imminent recession in parts of Europe. The US yield
curve, on the border of inverting, focusses many minds
on the economic messages from the bond market.

Against this, the low inflation and low interest rate
environment continues to oil the wheels of the global
economy, and particularly so in the US. Their yield
premia is currently at record low levels, indicating
little risk of sharply rising interest rates. The Federal
Reserve, along with many other major central banks,
seem inclined to further lower rates to stimulate
the economy. The US consumer market, the most
important pillar of capital markets, remains strong. This
is also the case in China. With no endogenous or real
imbalances in the US economy, chances are for a “soft
landing” on the lengthier side, with some stimulus
to be expected from the upcoming US presidential
election. The S&P 500 dividend vyield is close to its
long-term average and almost a third higher than the
bond yield, with good growth potential.
