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INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE

The Fund is a feeder fund investing only in the Stonchage Fleming Global
Best Ideas Equity Fund(“Master Fund”), managed by Stonehage Fleming
Investment Management Limited in the United Kingdom. The Master
Fund secks to achieve long-term growth in capital and income in a focused
portfolio of high quality listed businesses from around the world.

The Fund has adhered to its policy objective.

INVESTMENT PHILOSOPHY

We invest in best of breed businesses for their quality, strategic competitive
edge and value.

FUND COMMENTARY

2023 turned out a better year for global equity investors than many
expected a year ago. It rewarded sharcholders of quality businesses well.
The MSCIAC Index recovered most of its 2022 losses and closed the year
within 4% of its all-time record level set in November of 2021 ($ terms).

This success is ascribed to three main factors — US inflation dropped
quicker than expected, US interest rates peaked earlier than anticipated,
and the US economy remained more resilient than feared. Headline
inflation more than halved from 6.5% in December 2022 to 3.1% in
November 2023. The ten-year Treasury yield remained stable at 3.9%
over the year, following a sharp rise to its peak of 5.0% in October. The
quarterly average GDP for the four quarters to September was +3.0%.
Further to this, consensus twelve-month forward S&P 500 Index earnings
increased by +6.2% over the year. This potent combination supported
risk appetite.

The US capital markets are currently underpinned by an overall view that
US inflation is under control and that this cycle’s peak US interest rates
are behind us. The debate has substantially moved on from rising rates in
2023 to the timing of the Federal Reserve’s first cut of their target rate
this year. As last year’s stock market performance was largely driven by
the strong recovery of Technology/Al related stocks, we currently see
opportunities for other sectors to catch-up.

The best contributors to the fund’s performance over December were
Zoetis, Edwards Lifesciences and ASML with A] Gallagher, United Health
and Adobe the worst. Over the full year, the top six contributors are all
Al related Businesses (Microsoft, Alphabet, Cadence, Adobe, Amazon,
Accenture), while specifically Health Care names featured as detractors
(Thermo Fisher, Becton Dickinson, Edwards Lifesciences) as the new
GLP-1 anti-obesity drug hurt general investor sentiment on the sector.
