INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE INVESTMENT STRATEGY

We invest in best of breed businesses for their quality, strategic competitive 
edge and value.

2024 started on a positive note for the US economy. Leading economic 
indicators have turned for the better, with the Manufacturing PMI Index 
providing an expansionary reading for the first time since April 2023. 
Consumption, the largest economic growth driver, remains on track with 
both consumer sentiment and retail sales rising. The ten-year treasury 
yield rose above 4% largely due to the constructive economic outlook, 
with little indication for the need for the Federal Reserve to cut its target 
rate anytime soon. 

Fourth Industrial Revolution shares again made a positive contribution 
over the month. ASML announced surprisingly strong top-line growth 
of +30% for 2023 and new orders of $9bn taken in the fourth quarter, 
benefitting from export restrictions against China and re-shoring of 
advanced chip production capacity to the US. The share’s appreciation 
resulted in it getting into our top ten holdings. Cadence Design Systems 
in this semiconductor space also delivered. Accelerating AI activity has 
boosted both Microsoft and Alphabet’s cloud revenue growth, indicating a 
potential positive structural turn in cloud’s overall revenues.  The Luxury 
sector also declared stronger than expected results, interestingly from 
both China and the US, boosting LVMH.

Our medical device Health Care holdings continue delivering mixed results, 
with Stryker leading and Becton Dickinson lagging in January. The positive 
economic outlook dampened investor appetite for some Staples shares. 

No material changes to the portfolio were implemented.

The best contributors to overall fund performance in January have been 
ASML, Microsoft and Stryker, with Zoetis, Nike and Estée Lauder the 
largest detractors.
